E. Cancellations/Refunds

E. Awards might be distributed after the event. Make sure the Race Chair has your contact information.
III. CAR ELIGIBILITY AND REQUIREMENTS
A. Classes
i. Competition is open to cars conforming to the current GCR as amended in FasTrack. Prototype Electric (PE) and Electric Touring (ET) are prohibited.
ii. Great Lakes Division Regional Championship Series 2026 classes and rules are available at https://www.gldscca.com/road-racing. 
iii. Northeast Division Regional Championship Series 2026 classes and rules are available at https://www.nediv.com/index.php?option=com_content&view=article&id=60&Itemid=303. 
B. Preferred Numbers – Every effort will be made to give you the requested number; however, with multiple-class groups, it may not be possible. Requests for the same number will go to the driver whose entry was received first.
C. Transponders
i. Refer to GCR 5.10.3.8 for transponder rules.
ii. Correct transponder numbers must be provided on the entry form, to the registrar, or to the chief of T&S.
iii. Cars with non-working transponders will not be timed.
D. Cameras – Refer to GCR 9.3.11.A for camera rules.
IV. GRID POSITIONS
A. Saturday
· Qualifying session – grid arrival time (first come, first serve)
· Race – by fastest qualifying times
B. Sunday – Race by fastest time from Saturday’s qualifying or race session
V. PURSUIT RACE RULES
i. The 12-lap Closed Wheel Pursuit Race will be the last event on Saturday. 
ii. Handicap and start position will be based on the best time of the day.
iii. Cash Prizes and Summit Racing Gift Cards will be awarded to the top three teams.
· First Place –  $ 150 in cash and a $100 Summit Racing Gift Card. 
· Second Place –  $100 in cash and a $50 Summit Racing Gift Card. 
· Third Place –  $50 in cash and a $50 Summit Racing Gift Card. 
VI. TRACK RULES
A. Wristbands 
i. Wristbands must always be visible. 
ii. Participants without wristbands will not enter the track property and may be asked to leave. 
B. During on-track sessions, only one crew member may stand at the pit wall to signal a driver at the discretion of the chief of pits.
C. Two-, Three-, and Four-wheeled Vehicles 
i. Non-competition vehicles are allowed only for race officials or as race support vehicles. 
ii. All race support vehicles must prominently display the approved racecar number and class.
iii. All drivers must be 18 years of age or older.
D. Riding on the outside of any vehicle or trailer is strictly prohibited.
E. Traffic on the bridge is restricted to passenger vehicles only.
F. Unmuffled engines are strictly prohibited between 8:00 pm and 7:00 am.
G. Absolutely no testing of racecars off the track premises or on any public roads.
H. Fuel
i. Fuel may be available at the track. Contact the track for more information.
ii. Any driver/team with more than 40 gallons of fuel must notify the safety steward and chief of emergency services regarding their paddock location.
I. Camping
i. Camping is available for a fee for competitors.
ii. Camping is free for volunteer workers.
iii. Hookups are not available.
iv. Campfires must always be contained and attended by an adult; accelerants are prohibited.
J. Pets must always be leashed and attended by an adult. Please clean up after your pet.
K. Competitors must remove all tires and used automotive fluids from the premises. Please clean your area before departure.
L. Motorhome and semi-trailer owners: Please contact the track at 330-977-0111 before arrival for parking locations.
